Thank you for your interest in Si View Metro Parks and our parks and recreation programs.  Our 
goal is to ensure parks and recreation opportunities are available to all interested people, 
regardless of income.

Eligibility for Scholarships: 

1. Applicant(s) must attend and/or live within the Snoqualmie Valley School District. 
Program eligibility is determined by the district boundaries. Qualifying programs 
must be held within the Si View Metropolitan Park District. 

2. The amount of the scholarship award is based on the family income guideline.  The 
following guideline is used as the basis for eligibility:

Partial Scholarship     $44,800 $51,200 $57,600 $64,000 $69,100 $74,250 $79,350 $84,500
         1/4 of Program Fee

         1/2 of Program Fee                 
Partial Scholarship     $17,700 $20,250 $22,750 $25,300 $27,300 $29,350 $31,350 $33,400
         3/4 of Program Fee             
              
Example: If your family size is two and your income is $20,250 or less you are eligible for a 3/4 scholarship.     
 
 

3. Scholarship awards may not exceed two-hundred dollars ($200) per calendar year, per 
person. 

4. Scholarships are awarded on a first-come, first served basis and are subject to 
availability of funds. 

 
How to Apply: 

1. Complete the scholarship application (see reverse.) 
2. Attach proof of income (most recent tax return, pay stub or other documentation.) 
3. Complete a registration form for the activity you are requesting a scholarship for.  

NOTE:  A scholarship application alone does not register the participant, nor does it 
reserve space in a program. This scholarship may not be used in conjunction with the 
Tanner Jeans Memorial Foundation scholarship. 

4. Submit your completed scholarship application to the Si View Metro Parks Office 
located adjacent to the Si View Community Center at 400 SE Orchard Dr., North 
Bend or mail to Si View Metro Parks at P.O. Box 346, North Bend, WA 98045. 

 
Approval Process: 

A District staff person will notify you of the status of your application within ten (10) 
business days of receipt.  If approved, the balance of the program registration fee must be 
paid prior to participation in the program.
